	What did I learn in this unit?


	The student talked about the two and three basic geometric shapes’ areas as well as volumes.

He also discussed how to find the dimensions of a 3D shape if the volume was given.

Lastly, the student discussed what he did good and what he would try improving if the opportunity of remaking it was given to him.
	The student talked about the 2D and 3D geometric shapes but was missing a few. He also talked about how to find the dimensions of a 3D shape if the volume was given.
	The student did not have most of the 2D and 3D shapes. He was also missing the point on how to determine the dimensions of a 3D shape if the volume was given or did not explain it well.
	The student did not have any 2D and 3D shapes or they were all wrong. He did not discuss at all how to find the volume of a 3D shape if the volume was given at all.
	The student’s refection did not meet any of the descriptors on the left.

	How helpful were the formative and summative assignments?
	The amount, the quality, and the marking were all three points well discussed by the student whether it was helpful or not for their understanding and the reason(s) why.
	One of the points about the amount, the quality or the marking was missing or not discussed well but the other points were still well discussed.
	The student did not discuss clearly the three points. Most reasons were missing or hardly understandable.
	The student’s reflection was rushed through and unclear, and was missing most explanations on the three points.
	The student’s reflection did not meet any of the descriptors on the left.

	What is your preferred learning style?
	The student explained what his/ her preferred learning style(s) was/were. He demonstrated good understanding on why it was his/ her preferred learning style.
	The student explained what his learning style was but was lacking through the reasons why it was that and they were not complete or were very short.
	The student wrote down what his/ her learning style was but did not explain it at all.


	The student had something down but it did not have anything to do at all with the criteria on the “learning style”.
	The student’s reflection did not meet any of the descriptors on the left.

	How did the unit meet or not your your learning style?
	The student well explained how his/ her learning style had been used during this unit. He/she explained well “how” and “why” it was helpful. The student also discussed propositions to the teacher for their learning style to be used more.
	The student explained how his/ her learning style had been used in class but the reasons were a bit too short and there were few errors.
	The student talked a bit about how his learning style had been met but did not explain “how” and “why” it had been helpful to him.

The propositions were very short or incomplete.
	The student discussed a little how his/ her learning style had been used in this unit and was missing the “how” and “why” it was like that.

The proposition(s) to the teacher were totally missing.
	The student’s reflection did not meet any of the descriptors on the left.

	Podcast/Video


	The podcast/ video had a very good introduction making it entertaining for the listener with music at some point. 

It was clear that the student did not rush through the project. The information was very accurate and the grammar was correct.  It was original and unlike other student’s projects. 

The podcast was well rehearsed and easily understandable.

The student had a video with pictures (“podcast with pictures”), had an interview or had a drama. 

His video/podcast was no longer then 5 minutes and greater than 2 minutes.
	The podcast/video had a clear introduction but was missing music. It was still entertaining for the listener. The student did not rush through his/ her project.

The information discussed was accurate and the grammar was also correct with sometimes few errors. 

The project was original and different from the other students’. The project could have been a podcast with no pictures, with pictures, an interview, or a drama.

The video/ Podcast was between 2 and 5 minutes.
	The podcast/ video’s introduction was not very clear and was missing music. The listener was not so attracted by it. The student had rushed a little through his/ her project.

The information discussed was relatively good and the grammar had errors. 

The project was very similar to other students’.

The project was a podcast with no pictures.

The video/ podcast was smaller than two minutes.
	The podcast/ video was not clear at all for the audience and was banal. There was no music. 

The student rushed through his project.

The information was missing a lack of details and the grammar was totally wrong. 

The project was very similar to other students’.

The podcast was very short, less than one minutes.
	The podcast or video did not meet any of the descriptors on the left.
